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It is easier for a doctor to deliver a wide-hipped woman's baby; however,
according to a recent study, the wider a woman's hips, the worse her memory.
That is because too much fat can slow down the speed at which blood flows to the
brain with the result that a woman's memory is badly affected. This study, carried
out by The University of Chicago in 2013, was the first in America to link being
overweight to poorer memory. The 8,750 women in this study, ranging from 65 to
79 in age, were asked to take a 100-point memory test. The findings showed that
for every one-point increase in a woman's BMI (Body Mass Index), one point was
knocked off her memory score. Fortunately, every cloud has a silver lining. Those
who carry heavier weight around their hips are less likely to develop diabetes ( ##PKJs )
or have heart problems. This is a big comfort for wide-hipped women.
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
